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The ancient text, from the author of Hebrews, defines 
faith as "the substance of things hoped for, the 
evidence of things not seen" (Heb. 11:1).  What a 
gem!  At once an intangible concept is made 
solid.  Faith in anything or anyone comes from Hope 
and the good expectation that arises from such. 
  

Greatness comes from the soul which is not bound in 
cynicism but in the dream of possibility.  In these 
supernal realms, good men and women reach for a 
power greater than themselves to succeed. 
  

Lost and Found Inc. remains to this day believing that 
the faith of Christ liberates the human from his or her 
darkness.  This is also a certain hope, for we know 
that lives are forever changed when the power of 
salvation is accepted.   
  

As the director for almost 30 years, I have concluded 
that addictions, mental illnesses, conduct disorders, 
and all manner of similar ilk need a harbor, a refuge, 
and a rest to heal and be restored.  While at ease, 
the broken heart, the anxious mind, and the 
rebellious spirit can dare to HOPE! 
  

I have seen the decades.  I have watched as those that come to us grow into the shape of their 
expectations.  Some have failed.  Most have become authentic and are no longer a part of the 
shadows which chased them.  I truly believe that recovery is vested in the supernatural release 
of ñgiving over and letting God work it out.ò 
  

This takes faith.   
  

But it is not a blind thing or a crutch or a simplistic ending with an Amen!  It is a day by day 
understanding that is realistic, sprouting from seeing others who have been there and who now 
witness the claim. 
  

Perhaps I am too bold.  But then again, I have been there.  The struggle for sanity in this crazy 
world is a madness of its own; but I can still hear His voice and know that Jesus is the author 
and completer of my faith!  And in this I have hope.

During high school, I 
read Tolkienôs ñThe Hobbitò and ñThe Lord of the Rings,ò only putting them down long 
enough to return to the present when my mother called me to set the table for supper or my 
dad told me to help with my younger siblings.  Just recently, my daughter wanted to watch 
ñThe Lord of the Ringsò movie again, so naturally I complied.  One scene came back to my 
remembrance as I was thinking about this topic of HOPE.  Gandalf and Pippin were waiting 
inside the wall of the city while the vast and dreadful army of the enemy was trying to break 
in.  Pippin began the conversation by despairing, ñI didnôt think it would end this way.ò  
Gandalf turned and said, ñEnd?  No, the journey doesnôt end hereò and went on to describe 
another more beautiful land that lay beyond their vision at the present.  With a slight smile, 
Pippin remarked, ñWell, that isnôt so bad.ò  And Gandalf agreed, ñNo.  No, it isnôt.ò

I was introduced to the 
ministry of Lost and Found 
through a small local church 
back in the early 80ôs. I 
began my engagement here 
as a volunteer offering such 
skills as I thought might be 
helpful ð I did remodeling 
projects around the Morrison 
and then the Garrison Street 
facilities. By virtue of the 
settings and the growing 
community, I experienced 
the stirrings of a deeper 
awareness and connection 
to just how remarkable the 
Spirit of the Living God is to 
those who will yield to the 
claim that Christ has on our 
eternal existence.  
 
It took a few years to 
translate the beginnings of 
my engagement in this 

ministry into a contracted and then an employment framework. Along the path I was 
being grown, tutored, encouraged, and instructed by the very young people I had 
been engaged to help. As I worked with crews of young men in the construction field 
building houses, barns, garages, decks, and storage sheds, I watched lives grow from 
boys into men, from lost souls to faith walkers, all the while these lives giving me 
some baseline from which to identify and experience the growth in my own life. 
 

Last week I had a call from a young man who, 18 years ago, challenged all that I had 
to offer as we worked side by side in the Vo-Tech program at the Morrison facility. His 
call was a check-in and to let us know that, after 18 years of struggling, the lessons 
this community offered him had finally begun to bear fruit. Now a father of two, a 
committed member of a local faith community, and a leader of adult recovery groups, 
this young man directly attributed his current sanity and productivity to his having been 
given the opportunity ð the challenge ð to GROW here at Lost and Found. He 
wanted us to know that, even these many years later, the work we do here in this 
ministry truly is about providing a place of Hope, Healing, and a Place to Grow. 
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As I sit in my chair today, I wonder at the richness of it all. You see, I am, by the worldôs 
standards, the least of any to be in the honored place that this community has set me. I 
am fitted to the role by hands and hearts that are not always easy to see or to define. And 
like the young people that we are blessed to care for, my soul, my person has been 
challenged, cajoled, pushed, pulled, and dragged along into the realm of spiritual growth 
and maturity. I have 
experienced the most 
extravagant of 
makeovers, which may 
not be evident to the 
naked eye, but which is 
sure and documented in 
my heart and the hearts 
around me. These are the reasons I was drawn to and engaged in Lost and Found all 
those years ago. These are the reasons that continue to bind me to the vision we 
participate in here. Experiencing the truth of Godôs word played out directly in the lives of 
the people who are the community of healing (Lost and Found Inc.) and seeing the 
seamless knitting between those who are here to provide the healing and those who 
come to receive healing is a clear demonstration, for me, of what the Body of Christ is. 
We truly are all interconnected; built up by that which each individual supplies; fitted, 
joined, and compacted in love; and as the Body grows, so the members of it grow in kind. 
 

I have experienced the cycles of boom and bust within our ministry. We strive to learn the 
realities of being content in abundance and in sparseness. We are currently in a season 
that challenges the ministry in ways that are deeper and more intense than ever before. 
The disappointments, personal struggles, cuts, and changes have had profound impacts 
on all that we do as an agency and as a ministry. Departments, programs, operations, 
facilities, and ministers have been eliminated or redefined. Our personal and shared 
definitions of function and purpose have been scrutinized to the closest detail while our 
motives and intentions have come under the microscope of public and social opinion. Iôm 
mindful, once again, of the struggles that growth can cause. As we see in the lives of our 
adolescents as they move into adulthood, there is awkwardness and sometimes 
resistance to what seems, from the outside, obvious  what 
needs to happen. So we grow in His grace into the next phase 
of our maturity as an agency, as a ministry, as a service to 
those who seek Hope, Healing, and indeed a Place to Grow.

quality Christian mental health services to those  in need.  There were 533 persons who 
received care during 2009 and the 
numbers continue to increase along 
with the faces and stories of 
success.      

 David came directly from youth prison.  He had been charged with a laundry list of offenses.   The day 
of Davidôs arrival shone clearly as a bright day for him, but soon faded.  He had been free of drugs and alcohol 
for nearly 18 months ï but that time had been spent behind bars and his newfound freedoms soon became 
mismanaged and again he found his life complicated by poor personal decisions. As his stress mounted, so 
also did his intent to relax back into the former structure of incarceration; he was showing intent on returning to 

jail to avoid the responsibilities of life.   To Davidȭs consternation, our personnel were not so 
ready to let him throw away the future and, instead, he was engaged and empowered to rise 
above the challenges and surmount the seeming inevitability of a life behind bars.  One of 
our true joys in 2009 was seeing David grow to understand the nobility of getting up 
everyday and going to work regardless of the weather, his frustrations, or how tired he felt.  
David was working out his sobriety, and as with all addicts, his sobriety went from being 
measured in days to being measured in weeks. Soon, weeks became months and David 
continues to press through with managing his life. He is discovering that through his 

struggles (not merely in spite of them) his life has taken on new meaning. 
 Days before his discharge from TLP, David was informed by his employer that, 

through no fault of his own, he was losing his job. ȰBusiness is slow,ȱ his boss 
explained and suddenly, after months of building toward this grand new life, 
David had hit a major road bump at what seemed like the most inopportune 
time. Staff braced themselves for an ugly crash and 
mentally prepared themselves for David to come 
unhinged. People struggling with addiction need 
little excuse to fall back into old ways of 
thinking and acting and certainly David was 

presented with a set of circumstances ripe for 
self-pity and blame. So when David, 

undaunted by the set back, woke the next 
morning and immediately began job seeking, our 
worst fears began to recede.  
 It would be nice to write that he found a 

job prior to discharge, but that didnôt happen. In 

fact, he spent the next five weeks looking for 

employment and during that time went through 

his entire savings and was nearly evicted from 

his new apartment. But because he had learned 

the Ȱhowȱ of managing his life, he also knew he 

would eventually land a job, his savings could be 

replenished, and that none of it meant he had to 

return to drugs.  Itȭs here where the happy ending 

can be written. David is out there, doing right, 

living a clean and sober life and making good 

things happen.

Carol was concerned she was too emotional and that it was affecting her 

young boys.  We did not know it, but Carol and her boys were in an 

abusive home.   Her story of abuse in the home was revealed when a week 

later we visited with her youngest child who showed the bruises he had 

received during his fatherȭs drinking binge over the weekend.  Carol 

was worried about losing the financial support of the father if he were 

removed from the home, which later became true.  She needed 

support and the resources for raising her family.  Through the 

successful intervention provided by Lost and Found Inc. the 

family continues to prosper today, anchored in Hope found in 

relationships and tomorrowõs opportunities.   Carol describes 

today: ȰI thought that I had to stay with him.  I thought that 

I had done something wrong and this was how it was 

going to be forever. Today is different, and my kids 

smile and even play like kids again.ȱ
